HPV Screening

HPV infections may not have symptoms, so you need to get
screened regularly for HPV and cervical cancer.

Cervical cancer grows slowly. Regular screening can often catch
cancer while it’s still in an early stage and easier to treat.

Cervical Screening (Pap Smear)

Your healthcare provider will take a small sample of cells from the cervix,
send it to a lab for testing and discuss the results with you. ‘
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Women between 21 and 29
should have a Pap test every three years.
